For a bit of a history lesson on karting. Kart racing has been around since the late
50’s. In the Sprint Kart World there are two type of engines 2 cycle & 4 cycle, plus a 125cc five
speed shifter class. In every series there are a number of classes in each engine group. The Kart
itself is approx 55 inches wide and 70 inches long, with an average kart weight being 175 pounds.
The classes are divided by age and weight, and few by specifications of the kart itself. These karts
can reach speeds of 90 MPH, and on a few tracks with large straits will be close to 110 MPH.
These karts are designed with safety in mind. It is a requirement that each kart and driver’s
equipment be inspected before racing by series officials. It is a real rush to be at these speeds and
at the scale in which the kart is. It is amazing to see our younger drivers battling it out with a field of
30 or more at these speeds. They are really amazing to see.
